We must have been given the
wrong cards! Something was missing! Which was when the
penny dropped. What was missing was in the hands of the
other groups. If we all gave away our cards, then one large
square could be made between us.

Have you been caught out like this? | have to say that for almost
everyone in the room it was a humbling experience. Why had
we read the aim of “making a square” to be ME making MY
square in MY group? Why hadn’t at least one of us looked up
and around to see what others were doing? And why was it so
difficult to give up MY piece?

Henri Nouwen wrote, “Community is the fruit of our capacity
to make the interests of others more important than our own.”

Here at the Abbey we aspire to create a special community,
one reflecting Jesus. But sometimes that desire to create
community is expressed in the form of Me creating My
community for MY happiness. And, believe me, that doesn’t
work. Such a community is UNattractive.

Lent Lectures 2012

This year’s Lent Lectures reprise the intriguing summer series
from Alan Garrow, Vicar Theologian. If you missed them in the
summer, this is a great chance to hear cutting-edge research
presented in an accessible manner. Those who attended in the
summer might wish to come again with a friend as you'll leave
with lots to talk about!

Missing from Scripture

The New Testament mentions, directly or indirectly, a handful
of other writings seemingly deserving of canonical status but
which have since gone missing. The most important of these
is the Apostolic Decree, written by James the Brother of Jesus
and his fellow apostles in AD49. This document had supremely
authoritative authors, a superlative distributions system (via St
Paul), and particular value to all Gentile believers. And yet, it
seems to have disappeared. Why?

In 1873 a Greek Orthodox bishop, Philotheos Bryennios,
discovered a text entitled, The Teaching of the Lord, by the
Twelve Apostles, to the Gentiles (also known as the Didache)
in a library in Constantinople. Despite the rather mundane
instructions in this document it influenced Christian texts in
different languages over several centuries and nearly, itself,
achieved inclusion in the New Testament. And yet, scholars
have struggled to answer fundamental questions such as: who
wrote it, when and why?

This series of lectures traces a journey of discovery that begins
with the identification of the Apostolic Decree with an earlier
version of the Didache. From here flows a sequence of further
discoveries: that the Didache is quoted by Paul as Scripture in
two of his letters; that it solves the infamous puzzle of ‘Q’ —the
lost source of Jesus’ sayings used by Matthew and Luke; and
contains a ‘fourth’ letter of John.

Who was Dr George Almond?

In his memorable sermon on Remembrance Sunday 2011,
the Revd Roger Nunn invited the congregation to remember a
man whom none of us could have known but whose memorial
tablet is prominent on the wall of the south nave aisle.

Dr George Hely-Hutchinson Almond (born 20 February 1877)
was killed in action aged 41 years at Caix, France while serving
with the 3rd Cavalry Field Ambulance, having been attached
to a regiment of the Dragoon Guards. He was the first doctor
of the city of Bath to lay down his life in warfare, and his
memorial tablet was erected by ‘his medical brethren in the
city of Bath and its surrounding area’.

Getting to know our volunteers

How and when did you start
volunteering at the Abbey?

Essentially I've been at three
churches all my life and have always
been involved in youth oriented
work at these, initially as a youth
member myself! When my family
and | moved to Bath in 1993, we
started worshipping at the Abbey and soon got involved
in various aspects of church life, from the evening choir to
helping at Sunday morning groups, and a couple of years later, |
was approached by the then Rector to take over the Appointed
Person for Children role (as it was then known as).

Tell us a little about your role

A large part of my time is spent organising CRB clearance
for all the staff and volunteers that come into contact with
children or vulnerable adults. People retire, move on, so there
is a constant trickle of applicants. We're up to check 439 at
the moment! It’s vital that the Abbey adopts and applies all
the latest policies on safeguarding children, and a key part
of my role is ensuring this happens. While it’s everyone’s
responsibility to make our churches safe for children, young
people and vulnerable adults - if anyone has any queries or
concerns, they should feel free to speak to me confidentially.

What do you enjoy best about Abbey life?

The people —it’s a community and a Christian community. This
comes across in the warmth, the humour and the commitment.
These are also the traits | admire most in other volunteers
together with their immense good will.

If you were stranded on a desert island and could only bring
one book, one piece of music and one luxury item, what
would they be and why?

‘Puckoon’ by Spike Milligan; it makes me laugh and cry in equal
measures and is a celebration of the human condition; music
would be Puccini’s Opera Turandot; and a luxury | can’t do
without...it would have to be my wife!
